The Deputy Prosecutor General of the Russian Federation, State Councillor of Justice
Ist Class N.A. Vinnichenko, having considered the request of the General Procuracy of the
Republic of Armenia for extradition of Stepan Maratovich (Marati) Martirosyan, date of birth:
04.09.1959, place of birth: the Armenian SSR, for criminal prosecution,

DETERMINED:

The Special Investigation Service of the Republic of Armenia is conducting
proceedings of the criminal case on charges of S.M. Martirosyan under Clause 1 Part 3 of Art.
178 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Armenia.

S.M. Martirosyan is under an accusation that during the period of 2011-2013, while
being the director of the company ENVISION ENTERTAINMENT and having concluded
with PULHAM HOLDINGS LIMITED contracts for purchase of several movies. he
submitted to the employees of this organization false information and counterfeit documents
about the cost of movies, as a result of which the representatives of PULHAM HOLDING
LIMITED ftransferred to S.M. Martirosyan from the accounts at the bank located in the
Republic of Armenia the funds totaling USD 97,261,770, of which USD 50,000,000, it being
an especially large amount, have been misappropriated by him by fraud and breach of trust.

The first-instance cowrt of general jurisdiction of Arabkir and Kanaker-Zeytun
Administrative Districts of the City of Yerevan, the Republic of Armenia, imposed on
04.10.2017 a pre-trial restraint in respect of S.M. Martirosyan in the form of detention,
putting him on a wanted list.

The actions of S.M. Martirosyan are punishable under the criminal legislation of
Russia and fall under Part 4 of Art. 159 of the RF Criminal Code (large scale fraud), the penal
part of which provides for imprisonment exceeding one year. The statute of limitations for
criminal prosecution under the legislation of the Russian Federation and the Republic of
Armenia has not yet expired.

S.M. Martirosyan is a citizen of the Republic of Armenia, as evidenced by a copy of
his passport and a certificate from the Passport and Visa Office of the Police of the Republic
of Armenia. According to the General Directorate for Migration of the Ministry of Internal
Affairs of Russia, the Main Department of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Russia for
Moscow, the Main Department of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Russia for the Moscow
Region, he did not acquire citizenship of the Russian Federation.

There have not been established any impediments to extradition of S.M. Martirosyan
stipulated by international treaties and legislation of the Russian Federation.

He is currently being detained at the Federal State Institution Pre-Trial Detention
Center-4 of the Russian Federal Penitentiary Service Administration in Moscow.,

On behalf of the General Procuracy of the Republic of Armenia, | express my respect
to the General Procuracy of the Russian Federation, and in accordance with the Convention
on Legal Assistance and Legal Relations in Civil, Family and Criminal Cases (22.01.1993),
with reference to the application for extradition of MARTIROSYAN STEPAN
MARATOVICH (MARATI, d.o.b. 04.09.1959) I hereby inform about the following:

The act imputed to S.M. MARTIROSYAN (envisaged by clause 1 of part 3 of Article
178 of the Criminal Code of Armenia) has been committed on the territory of the Republic of
Armenia, since the investigation in the criminal case established that the aggrieved
organization, misled as a result of deceptive actions of SM. MARTIROSYAN, has
transferred its funds kept on account at CISC ARMBUSINESSBANK 1w S.M.
MARTIROSYAN through the Head Office of the said bank located at Nalbandyan Str. 48,
Yerevan, the Republic of Armenia.

According to the Order on institution of criminal proceedings attached to the
application for extradition, the legal entity that suffered damage as a result of the crime, that
is, PULHAM HOLDINGS LIMITED, has been recognized as victim. Mr, Valery Grigoryants
has been recognized as the victim's representative under the criminal case and has been
authorized by the management of the aggrieved legal entity to represent its legal interests
during the criminal proceedings.

It follows from the factual circumstances indicated in the decision on the person's
involvement as defendant, attached 1o the application for extradition, that S.M.
MARTIROSYAN, taking advantage of the confidence of the owner (the aggrieved legal
entity), deceived it by giving false information about prices (exceeding the real cost of
acquiring the rights to specific movies). The owner of the aggrieved legal entity, having
believed the words of S.M. MARTIROSYAN, transferred the requested amount to S.M.
MATIROSYAN who, after misappropriating the amount for each respective case, provided
to the aggrieved party the agreements on assignment of rights (recognized in the criminal
case as evidence), where he indicated the prices for acquisition of rights to the movies that
exceeded the real cost and corresponded to the false price communicated orally to the owner
of the aggrieved legal entity before receiving the respective amount.

As a result of fraudulent actions stated in the decision on the person's involvement as
defendant, S.M. MARTIROSYAN has misappropriated the funds of PULHAM HOLDINGS
LIMITED in the amount of USD 350,000,000 kept on account at CJSC
ARMBUSINESSBANK operating in the Republic of Armenia.

The decision on the person's involvement as defendant attached to the application for
extradition states the fact of funds misappropriation in the amount of USD 50,000,000,
committed at acquisition of rights for 20 movies, whereas in respect of three of these movies
several methods are described, the list of which is not exhaustive.

Taking the above into consideration, the extradition of S.M. MARTIROSYAN is
necessary for his criminal prosecution for fraud committed from 2011 to 2013 in respect of
PULHAM HOLDINGS LIMITED represented by Valery Grigoryants. in an especially large
amount of USD 50,000,000.

At the same time, | would like to inform that the arguments of S.M, MARTIROSYAN
that the criminal case against him had been framed up are not true to the fact, since the
criminal case has been initiated and is being investigated in the manner stipulated by the
legislation of the Republic of Armenia. The orders and decisions to involve SM.
MARTORYSAN as defendant, to impose a pre-trial restraint in the form of detention, to put
him on a wanted list are legal and substantiated.

I hereby ask you to inform the Prosecutor General of the Republic of Armenia about
the results of the examination of the application for extradition.

The General Procuracy of the Republic of Armenia confirms its readiness to provide
the competent authorities of the Russian Federation with similar or other legal assistance on
criminal cases in accordance with international treaties to which the Republic of Armenia and
the Russian Federation are parties, as well as in accordance with the legislation of the
Republic of Armenia.

birth: the city of Yerevan, Armenian SSR, a citizen of the Republic of Armenia, with a
higher education, officially married, having three children, residing at: 120 Aspen Oak
Lane, Glendale, County Los Angeles, CA, USA, non-convicted,

wanted by law enforcement authorities of the Republic of Armenia for committing a
crime covered by Clause | Part 3 of Art. 178 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of
Armenia



DETERMINED:

On September 26, 2017, the senior prosecutor of the Armenian General Procuracy
initiated a criminal case for misappropriation of another’s property on a particularly large
scale by fraud and breach of trust, under Clause 1 Part 3 of Art. 178 of the Criminal Code
of the Republic of Armenia, which was referred to the major case investigator under the
head of the Special Investigation Service of the Republic of Armenia.

The crime, according to the investigation, was committed under the following
circumstances; S.M. Martirosyan is under an accusation that during the period of 2011-
2013, while being the director of the company Envision Entertainment and having
concluded with Pulham Holdings Limited contracts for purchase of several movies, he
submitted to the employees of Pulham Holdings Limited false information and counterfeit
documents about the cost of movies, as a result of which the representatives of Pulham
Holdings Limited transferred to S.M. Martirosyan from the accounts at the bank located in
the Republic of Armenia the funds totaling USD 97,261,770, of which USD 50,000,000, it
being an especially large amount, have been misappropriated by him by fraud.

On October 4, 2017, he major case investigator under the head of the Special
Investigation Service of the Republic of Armenia charged S.M. Martirosyan in absentia
under Clause | Part 3 of Art. 178 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Armenia. he was
pit on a wanted list, and on the same day the {irst-instance court of general jurisdiction of
Arabkir and Kanaker-Zeytun Administrative Districts of the City of Yerevan imposed on
him a pre-trial restraint in the form of detention.

On October 25, 2017, S.M. Martirosyan was arrested by officers of the Linear
Division of Russian MIA at Moscow airport Domodedovo.

On October 27, 2017, Domodedovo City Court imposed on him a pre-trial restraint
in the form of detention. The period of detention was most recently prolonged on April 20,
2018, by Babushkinsky District Court of Moscow to 9 months, that is, until July 24, 2018.

On November 1, 2017, the General Procuracy of the Republic of Armenia, in
accordance with the requirements of the Convention on Legal Assistance and legal
Relations in Civil, Family and Criminal Cases dated January 22, 1993 (hereinafter "the
Convention™), in connection with the detention of S.M. Martirosyan in the Russian
Federation appealed to the Prosecutor General of the Russian Federation with a request for
his extradition for criminal prosecution under Clause 1 Part 3 of Art. 178 of the Criminal
Code of the Republic of Armenia, providing the necessary documents.
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On December 15, 2017, by Order of the Deputy Prosecutor General of the Russian
Federation the request of the General Procuracy of the Republic of Armenia for extradition
of Stepan Maratovich (Marati) Martirogyan for criminal prosecution under Clause 1 Part 3
of Art. 178 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Armenia (on charges of large scale
fraud) was satisfied.

On December 18, 2017, S.M. Martirosyan was notified about the decision of the
General Procuracy of the Russian Federation, with explanation of the right and procedure
for appeal, and refused to receive a copy of the decision (case vol. 1, sheet 84).

On December 26, 2017, S.M. Martirosyan submitted to Moscow City Court a
complaint against the said order, which he considers illegal, unreasonable and subject to
cancellation on the following grounds. The criminal case against him had been framed up
and not supported by any evidence. In Armenia, he would be subjected to treatment
degrading the honor and dignity of a person. He arrived in the Russian Federation with the
goal of shooting a documentary movie, and considers the criminal case against him to be a
frameup ordered by an anti-Russian group of persons with the goal of freezing his project.
It is dangerous for life and health to transit him through the territory of Azerbaijan, as he is
an ethnic Armenian, and it is impossible to extradite him through Georgia due to absence of
the corresponding agreement between Georgia and the Russian Federation. S.M.
Martirosyan suffers from a number of medical conditions and might require emergency
medical assistance during the extradition procedure. On December 22, 2017, in the hearing
at Babushkinsky Court a request for provision of an interpreter to S.M. Martirosyan, as well
as for translation of materials into English or Armenian was declined, which is a significant
violation of his rights. The complainant asked for cancellation of the order.

In objections to the complaint, the prosecutor D.A. Listopad considered the
arguments of the complaint unfounded, since on January 11, 2018, the General Procuracy
of the Russian Federation received information that there was a typo in the translation of
the decision to open a criminal case on September 26, 2017, which was corrected by the
investigator and certified by his signature. The court does not discuss the issues of guilt,
limiting itself to verifying the compliance of the decision on extradition with the law. The
arguments of S.M. Martirosyan that he would be subjected to cruel treatment degrading his
honor and dignity does not correspond to reality, since the General Procuracy of the
Republic of Armenia has given written guarantees of its impossibility, there being no
reason to mistrust. The actions of S.M. Martirosyan have been correctly classified under
Part 4 of Art. 159 of the RF Criminal Code. The extradition order being lawful and justified.
the said Prosecutor asked to leave it unchanged and complaint unsatisfied.

At the hearing S.M. Martirosyan and his lawyers supported the arguments of the
complaints, asked to satisfy them, arguing that the criminal case against S.M. Martirosyan
was framed up.
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S.M. Martirosyan informed that the criminal case against him was corrupt, and the
accusation was made by incompetent persons.

Attorney ID.N. Roshchin drew attention to the fact that before being detained in the
Russian Federation, S.M. Martirosyan visited three foreign countries where there was no
information about his being on an international wanted list. The act of which S$.M.
Martirosyan is accused was not committed in Armenia, since the entity recognized as the
injured party is an offshore company Pulham Holding registered in the British Virgin
[slands, which does not carry out any activities in the Republic of Armenia, and S.M.
Martirosyan is the head of Envision Entertainment, a company registered in the United
States. In connection with these circumstances, this criminal case could not be initiated.
since there was a violation of territorial jurisdiction. The crimes indicated in the accusation
were committed in 2011-2013, whereas the criminal case was initiated in 2016 without a
pre-investigation probe, on the next day afler the appeal of the injured party.

Attorney P.V. Timoshenkov clarified that during the flight by Belavia Airlines S.M.
Martirosyan was detained by law enforcement officers for two hours, was interrogated and
screened, but was then released, which indicates the framed-up nature of the case. The
materials submitted to the court do not contain all the information on the case. The
conditions of his detention at Pre-Trial Detention Center-4 correspond to the conditjons of
detention of persons accused of committing especially serious offences. S.M. Martirosyan
is suffering from a medical condition, the information about which is attached to the case
file. In case of his extradition, torture would be applied and a number of criminal cases
would be initiated. The certificate submitted by the prosecutor in this court hearing
contained information that the money was transferred in the name of S.M. Martirosyan’s
sister, which indicates that there are grounds for fearing not only for $.M. Martirosyan’s
life, but also for his close relatives.

Defense lawyer N. Bagdasaryan pointed out that there are no guarantees for
provision of medical assistance to S.M. Martirosyan during the flight to Armenia, since
there is no such agreement between Russia and Armenia, which indicates a threat to the life
and health of S.M. Martirosyan in the event of his extradition.



Prosecutors D.A. Listopad and S.A. Klykovsky objected against the arguments of
the complaint, believing that the decision of the Deputy Prosecutor General of the Russian
Federation was lawful and justified, they asked to leave it unchanged, and the complaint
unsatisfied. They drew attention to the provisions of the law, according to which issues of
guilt proof and evaluation of evidence did not fall within the competence of the court when
considering the complaint against the decision on extradition, and there were no grounds to
believe that S.M. Martirosyan would be subjected to ill-treatment, since the General
Procuracy of the Republic of Armenia had given exhaustive guarantees that in relation to
S.M. Martirosyan non-legal methods of influence would not be applied, there being no
reason not to trust the said guarantees.

After hearing the views of the participants in the process, examining the submitted
materials of the extradition inspection, the court concluded that the complaint of S.M.
Martirosyan was unfounded and not subject to satisfaction for the following reasons.

According to Part | of Art. 462 of the RF Code of Criminal Procedure, the Russian
Federation may, in accordance with an international agreement or on the basis of the
principle of reciprocity, extradite a foreign citizen or a stateless person to a foreign state for
criminal prosecution or execution of a sentence for acts that are criminal under the criminal
laws of the Russian Federation and the laws of the foreign state that submitted a request for
extradition of such person.

S.M. Martirosyan is a citizen of the Republic of Armenia and does not have the
citizenship of the Russian Federation, which is confirmed by the copies of the documents
submitted by the requesting party and statements of the authorized bodies of the Russian

Federation.

The materials of the extradition inspection contain a copy of the passport of the
citizen of the Republic of Armenia in the name of S.M. Martirosyan, a copy of the passport
issuance form and a copy of the certificate stating that the applicant is a citizen of the
Republic of Armenia, he had been issued an identification card of a citizen of the RA
number 004402566 and is documented with a biometric passport of a citizen of the RA with
series BA and number 1627032,

According to the information provided by the General Migration Directorate of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs of Russia, there is no information on the acquisition by S.M.
Martirosyan of Russian citizenship, or granting him the refugee status, political or
temporary asylum in the Russian Federation.
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In accordance with Part 2 of Article 56 of the Convention, extradition for criminal
prosecution is carried out for acts which, according to the laws of the requesting and
requested parties, are punishable and for which the punishment is imprisonment for at least
one year, or a more severe penalty.

The actions of S.M. Martirosyan according to the charges brought against him are
punishable under the criminal legislation of Russia and fall under Part 4 of Art. 159 of the
RF Criminal Code (large scale fraud), the penal part of which provides for up to 10 years
imprisonment.

The crime covered by Clause 1 Part 3 of Art. 178 of the Criminal Code of the
Republic of Armenia entails 4 to 8 years imprisonment, with or without property forfeiture.

The statute of limitations for criminal prosecution in respect of such crime under the
legislation of the Russian Federation and the Republic of Armenia has not yet expired.

There is no information that S.M. Martirosyan is being persecuted for political
reasons, due to belonging to a particular social group, on the basis of race, religion,
citizenship or nationality.

There is no reason to believe that S.M. Martirosyan, if extradited to the Republic of
Armenia, could be subjected to torture or inhuman degrading treatment or punishment, and
that he would be deprived of the right to a fair trial.

The arguments of the applicant about his unlawful persecution on the instruction of
the President of Armenia are unfounded and have no objective confirmation.

During the extradition inspection the requesting party provided guarantees that $.M.
Martirosyan would be given every opportunity for protection, including the assistance of
lawyers, he would not be subjected to torture, cruel, inhuman, degrading treatment or
punishment.

The General Procuracy of the Republic of Armenia guarantees that, in accordance
with Art. 66 of the Convention on Legal Assistance and Legal Relations in Civil, Family
and Criminal Cases dated January 22, 1993, S.M. Martirosyan will be held criminally liable
only for the crime stated in the request, and after termination of the criminal prosecution or
trial, and if convicted, after serving the sentence, he will be able to freely leave the
Republic of Armenia, and will not be expelled, handed over or extradited to A third state
without the consent of the Russian Federation.

Such guarantees were given by the state specifically in respect of $.M. Martirosyan.
and the court does not have any reason to doubt the authority of the ofticial regarding the
provision of guarantees on behalf of the state.
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There is no information about the existence of real and serious concerns that S.M.
Martirosyan might be subjected to treatment that does not comply with the relevant
domestic law and international treaties.

S.M. Martirosyan does not have the immunity exempting him from criminal
prosecution.

The arguments of the defense lawyers about unlawful initiation of criminal
proceedings and violation of the principle of territorial jurisdiction are untenable, since in
accordance with Part 6 of Art. 463 of the RF Code of Criminal Procedure, the issues of
proof of the charges, reliability and admissibility of evidence, do not fall within the
competence of the court when considering the appeal against the decision on extradition.
because in this court session only the legality and validity of the procedure for extraditing
the requested person are subject to verification.

The fears of lawyers about the impossibility of transit of S.M. Martirosyan to the
Republic of Armenia, as well as about the impossibility of providing him with medical
assistance, are unfounded and do not affect the legality of the contested decision, as they
relate to assumptions about the course of the future procedure for implementation of the
extradition order.

No evidence confirming pressure and threats in respect of S.M. Martirosyan and his
relatives was presented to the court.

There is no information about the impossibility to extradite S.M. Martirosyan for
health reasons

The court has not established any circumstances stipulated by the criminal procedure
law of the Russian Federation that prevent the extradition of S.M. Martirosyan to the law
enforcement bodies of the Republic of Armenia for criminal prosecution,

Based on the above, the court concludes that the decision of the Deputy Prosecutor
General of the Russian Federation on the extradition of S.M. Martirosyan for criminal
prosecution to the competent authorities of the Republic of Armenia complies with the
legislation and international treaties of the Russian Federation, is legal and justified, for
which reason the complaint of S.M. Martirosyan is not subject to satisfaction.



Based on the above, being guided by Art. 463 of the RF Code of Criminal Procedure,
the court

DECIDED:

To recognize as lawful and substantiated the decision of the Deputy Prosecutor
General of the Russian Federation dated December 15, 2017 on the extradition of Stepan
Maratovich (Marati) Martirosyan to the competent authorities of the Republic of
Armenia for criminal prosecution in accordance with paragraph 1 of Part 3 of Art. 178 of
the Criminal Code of the Republic of Armenia.

To leave the complaint of S.M. Martirosyan unsatisfied.

The order may be appealed against at the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation
within ten days from the date of its issuance.

In the case of the appeal, S.M. Martirosyan has the right to participate in the
appellate court.

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Based on the above, being guided by Articles 56, 66 and 67 of the Convention on
Legal Assistance and Legal Relations in Civil, Family and Criminal Cases dated January 22,
1993, Articles 462 and 463 of the RF Code of Criminal Procedure,

IT IS DECIDED:

1. To satisfy the request of the General Procuracy of the Republic of Armenia for
extradition of Stepan Maratovich (Marati) Martirosyan, date of birth: 04.09.1959. place of
birth: the Armenian SSR, for criminal prosecution on charges of fraud under Clause 1 Part 3
of Art. 178 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Armenia.

2. To explain to S.M. Martirosyan that the decision on extradition can be appealed
against at the Moscow City Court within 10 days from the date of receipt of the notification.

3. To instruct the Federal Penitentiary Service to organize the transfer of S.M.
Martirosyan to representatives of the competent authorities of the Republic of Armenia after
entry of the decision on his extradition into force.

4. To inform the General Procuracy of the Republic of Armenia of the adopted
decision.
